Continue to other 
landmarks, including Christiansborg Palace, the Parliament House, and the picturesque 
Nyhavn harbor. Finally, visit Tivoli Gardens, a historic amusement park that opened in 1843 and 
is the third-oldest in the world (entrance tickets included; rides require direct payment). Enjoy 
dinner at a restaurant, Overnight stay at hotel.

Adjacent to Kungsparken is Malmö Castle, a 
Renaissance fortress from the 1500s and one of Scandinavia's oldest preserved castles, making 
it a must-visit during your trip. Next, visit St. Peter’s Church, the oldest structure in Malmö, with 
origins dating back to the early 14th century and significant additions made in the 15th and 16th 
centuries. After your exploration, drive back to Copenhagen and enjoy some free time for 
shopping or other activities. In the evening, enjoy dinner at a restaurant, Overnight stay at hotel.
