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Arrive in Istanbul! After completing immigration and customs formalities, meet our 
representative. Istanbul, a city steeped in history, is uniquely located on two continents—Europe 
and Asia—divided by the Bosphorus Strait. This waterway connects the Black Sea in the north to 
the Sea of Marmara in the south, creating a natural boundary between the continents. After 
transferring to your hotel for check-in (note that standard check-in time is 4:00 PM), enjoy the 
evening with a Bosphorus night cruise, offering a spectacular view of the city's illuminated 
landmarks.

After breakfast, check out from the hotel and transfer to the airport for your flight to 
Cappadocia, renowned for its surreal landscape of fairy chimneys, pinnacles, and ravines, 
where ancient dwellings were carved into volcanic rock dating back to 400 BC. Begin your tour 
with a visit to Devrent and Pasabagi Valleys, known for their striking fairy chimneys and 
animal-shaped rock formations, often referred to as "Imagination Valley." Experience a thrilling 
Jeep Safari through the rock-cut valleys to fully immerse yourself in the unique terrain. After an 
early dinner, enjoy an entertaining Turkish night show at a cave restaurant, featuring traditional 
folk music, regional dances, and a captivating belly dance performance. Overnight stay at 
hotel.

Istanbul to Cappadociaby Flight – Devrent Valley Pasabagi – 
Turkish Night Show.
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After breakfast, embark on a full-day Istanbul city tour. The journey begins with a photo stop 
at the Hagia Sophia Museum, celebrated for its magnificent dome. Next, explore the Byzantine 
Hippodrome, once the vibrant center for thrilling chariot races. Continue to the iconic Blue 
Mosque, renowned for its stunning blue Iznik tiles and its unique six minarets. Afterward, see 
Sultan's Tomb and admire the Topkapi Palace from the outside, the former residence of the 
Ottoman sultans. Later visit to the lavish Dolmabahçe Palace, a symbol of 19th-century 
Ottoman splendor, known for housing the world's largest crystal chandelier and a fascinating 
collection of Ottoman artifacts.Overnight stay at hotel.

Begin your day with an early morning hot air balloon flight over the stunning landscapes of 
Cappadocia, soaring through valleys and over fairy chimneys with an experienced pilot.

Later, visit the Kaymakli 
Underground City, where early Christians found refuge in a vast network of tunnels. After lunch, 
head to the pottery town of Avanos for a traditional pottery-making demonstration. Then, 
explore the Goreme Open Air Museum, famous for its rock-carved churches and vibrant 
frescoes from the 10th to 13th centuries. Enjoy photo stops at Uchisar Castle, Pigeon Valley, and 
other scenic points. Overnight Stay at hotel

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Lunch DinnerBreakfast

After breakfast, you'll drive to visit the Duden Waterfalls, located 12 kilometers northeast of 
Antalya, and the Karpuzkaldiran Waterfall, the largest in the area, cascading approximately 25 
meters into the Mediterranean Sea. Enjoy an Indian lunch before heading to the Old Town for a 
walking tour, where you'll explore the charming streets, Hadrian's Gate, and the bustling 
Antalya Harbor, allowing some free time to soak in the atmosphere. In the afternoon, relax with 
a scenic boat ride in the Mediterranean Sea. Later drive back to hotel. Overnight stay at hotel.

After breakfast and checking out, you'll drive to Pamukkale, known as the "Cotton Castle" for 
its stunning white calcium pools. Upon arrival, you'll explore the ancient city of Hierapolis, a 
UNESCO World Heritage site with ruins and thermal springs. You'll also visit the famous Cotton 
Castle, where thermal spring waters have created dazzling white petrified formations, 
including stalactites and basins. Both the thermal center and the ancient ruins will be 
highlights of the day, followed by an overnight stay at hotel.

After breakfast, check out from the hotel and drive to Antalya, making a stop for lunch in 
Konya along the way. Arrive in Antalya, located in Turkey's southern Mediterranean region and 
known as the Turquoise Coast for its stunning blue waters, you'll discover remnants from its 
time as a major Roman port. The city lives up to visitors' expectations with its breathtaking 
natural beauty, rich history, waterfalls, mountains, beaches, and delicious cuisine. Later check 
in to your hotel, Overnight stay at hotel.

After breakfast, you'll visit The Land of Legends, Turkey's largest theme park, which includes 
an amusement park, water park, shopping mall, and hotel. The park has two main sections: 

You'll experience attractions like the 
5D Cinema, Crazy River, wave pool, water coaster, and the 1300-meter-long Hyper Coaster, 
reaching speeds of 115 km/h. The park offers a thrilling multi-sensory adventure. In evening, 
return back to hotel, Overnight stay at hotel.

After breakfast, you'll depart for a tour of the Ancient City of Ephesus, with a stop at a 
pilgrimage site believed to be the last home of the Virgin Mary. In Ephesus, the best-preserved 
Greco-Roman city and former Roman capital of Asia Minor, you'll explore major landmarks 
such as the Fountains of Trojon and Polio, the Temple of Hadrian, Domitian Private House, the 
Library of Celsius, the Agora, and the grand Greco-Roman theatre. Following that, you'll visit the 
picturesque village of Şirince, once called Çirkince (meaning "ugly"), but renamed in 1926 to 
"Şirince" (meaning "cute") to reflect its charm and attract visitors. Overnight stay at hotel.

Kusadasi – Visit Ancient City of Ephesus – Visit Sirince Village.

After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your flight to Istanbul. Upon arrival, visit the Grand 
Bazaar, one of the largest and oldest covered markets in the world, featuring 61 covered streets 
and over 4,000 shops. Enjoy free time to explore and shop in this vibrant market, where you can 
find a variety of goods, from traditional handicrafts to spices and textiles.Afterward, visit the 
Spice Bazaar, where vividly colored spices are displayed alongside jewel-like lokum (Turkish 
delight). Overnight stay at hotel.
